Rain and Wind Erosions.
Rain- 33km. Rills/ Gullying. Quantity/ speed/ soil condition.
Wind-Saltation/ Suspension/ Surface creep.
Soil is renewable needs to be managed properly.


Desertification- Sahel/ Dust bowl
Dry, dusty/ lack humus
Overpopulated - plant productivity declining
Spreading south.
Reduction in Vegetation- exposed soil.
Poor land Management
More wells sunks- water table lowering


Overgrazing- too many animals 
Pop growth- More food needed.
Sheep/ goats (grazing animals)
Removes plant cover/ humus/roots- Hooves compact ground.
damages topsoil.
Structure damaged
Nomadic replaced by settled farmers
Exposed soils = dry



Overcropping= reduced fertility.
Pop growth = Continous cultivation.
Mono-culture- removes nutrient/ humus (Discuss importance)=dry dust.
Large debt= Cash crops= cotton/soya= intense use of land.
Land not left fallow



Deforestation/ Removal of vegetation
Soil exposed/ dry/ wind
Pop growth- trees cut- houses/ fire/ farming.
No money to replant trees
Forest- natural protection/ mass movement
Lack of humus- break in nutrient cycle
